♪ A Note  from Your Pastor…  
The Bible is a collection of writings composed and compiled by people with deep 
faith in God.  When we have faith, we interpret life through its lens.  We 
recognize God's actions in our lives and in the lives of people throughout the ages.   

James Cone wrote in A Black Theology of Liberation: 

"[Faith] is the perspective which enables human beings to recognize God's 
actions in human history. Other persons could have been aware of the exodus of a 
small band of Hebrews from Egypt and their subsequent entering into the land of 
Canaan ... but only those with the faith of Israel would know that those liberative 
events were God's self-revelation." 

Hymn writers and preachers attempt to show something of "God's self-revelation."  
We all can look for how God reveals goodness in the context of our lives: in the 
beauty of a summer day, in a time of respite and relaxation, in a family dinner or 
special gathering, in an amazing piece of music, in a food line at a soup kitchen, or 
at a peaceful demonstration for social change.   

Some people find spiritual direction helpful in learning how to ask and answer the 
question, "How is God working in my life?"  Spiritual directors have special 
training to guide a person to recognize God's action in normal life events.  I 
believe we can also look for God's action in our personal reading.  For instance, 
today we examine the character Celie in The Color Purple by Alice Walker.  If 
you have read the book, or seen the film, you know how she discovers freedom 
through her faith in God and contact with people who give her hope for the future.

Many churches in our conference struggle to involve youth and young adults.  But First Tongan 
UMC of San Bruno is not one of them.  The church asks for prayers that its success with the 
young continues -- both because future church vitality depends on it, and also because church-
centering is vital for adult adjustment to life. 
  
First Tongan UMC has 185 children, youth, and young adults in 16 Sunday School classes. 
Although youth aged 12-18 still have their separate Bible studies and confirmation classes, for 
many activities youth and young adults at First Tongan UMC have been combined. Every 
Friday is 'Po Tali Ui'  -- youth and youth adults fellowshipping. They do fundraisers for the church, 
dinners, and parties throughout the year, with young adults taking the lead to show the way for 
the youth who will so shortly follow.
